Duckhorn Vineyards has produced 
a �ree Palms Merlot since its 
inaugural 1978 vintage. �e 
83-acre vineyard is located 
on the northeast side of the 
Napa Valley in an alluvial fan 
created by the outwash of 
Selby Creek. �e site is covered 
with volcanic stones and the 
soil is rocky and well drained 
causing the vines to send their 
roots far, wide and deep to �nd 
the necessary nutrients and 
water. �e stones aid the 
vineyard, absorbing the sun's 
heat during the day and 
radiating the heat during 
the night to protect the 
vines during frost season.
