Raised on the East Coast, Renée studied chemistry and art at Saint Mary's College before
honing her craft at Robert Mondavi Winery alongside winemaking luminary Genevieve
Janssens. She joined Duckhorn Vineyards in 2003, rising through the ranks to become head

winemaker in 2014.
